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At the precinct level, the election results did not match VEST’s (1179 out of 1962
precincts matched).

783 precincts did not match due to “Countywide-reported federal ballots for the
U.S. Senate races in Clark, Douglas, Elko, Humboldt, Lyon, Nye, and Washoe were
distributed by candidate based on the precinct-level reported vote.” which were
reallocated to precincts in the script. RDH attempted to fill in obfuscated votes
because the state election results by precinct do not include precinct votes by
candidate for precincts with less than 10 total votes cast.
e For Douglas and Washoe, these were transferred from the county precinct
reports.
e For Churchill, Elko, Esmeralda, Humboldt, Lyon, Mineral, Nye, Pershing,
Storey, and White Pine these were inferred from the countywide totals.
e Clark County was also inferred from countywide totals, but we did not use
the additional party registration data that VEST mentions.

For these 783 precincts, the average difference is 1.07 votes, so the differences are
likely due to rounding from allocations or differences in Clark County due to not
incorporating the additional party registration data. The largest difference was 6
votes in a precinct in Clark County.
