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Overview

Colorado experienced population growth of 744,518, an increase of 14.8% over 2010.
Colorado gained one new Congressional district. Six of seven current districts experienced
similar population growth (12%-20%) in urban, suburban, and rural areas. District 3
experienced a smaller growth (5.53%) and is a predominantly rural district in the western half
of the state. Colorado is set to gain a seat this redistricting cycle.

The White population grew by 239,870, an increase of 6.81% over 2010. Six of seven
current districts experienced growth with District 1 (18.34%) in the city of Denver and District 4
(12.56%) in suburban Denver and surrounding rural areas seeing the highest growth. The White
population declined in District 3 by -0.43% which is in line with District 3 experiencing the
smallest growth in the state. The overall share of population decreased from 70.01% in 2010 to
65.13% in 2020.

The Hispanic population grew by 224,703, an increase of 21.63% over 2010. All seven
current districts saw growth with District 2 (36.21%) in suburban Denver/Boulder and District 5
(36.37%) around Colorado Springs seeing the highest growth. The overall share of population
increased from 20.65% in 2010 to 21.88% in 2020.

The African American population grew by 32,532, an increase of 17.23% over 2010. All
seven current districts saw growth with District 2 (44.48%) in suburban Denver/Boulder and
District 7 (40.05%) in suburban Denver seeing the highest growth. The overall share of
population increased from 3.75% in 2010 to 3.83% in 2020.
